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In 1934, at Ashfield, the death of Brother Peter Kelly.   He and Brother 

Timothy Collins were the first Vincentian brothers in Australia, and arrived 

at Balmain on 21st November, 1887.   With their arrival the house consisted 

of 6 priests and 2 brothers.   Brother Kelly remained at Balmain for the full 7 

years the confreres held the parish there, 1887-94.   He then moved with the 

rest of the community to the new parish at Ashfield in 1894, where he spent 

the remaining 40 years of his life.   He was thus in Australia for a total of 47 

years, during which time he rendered outstanding service to the 

Congregation through his work and virtues.
