In 1935, at Ashfield, the death of Brother John Skehill, aged 68.   He was born at 

Kyneton, Victoria, and came to the first Vincentian house in Australia - St 

Augustine's Balmain - in July 1890, then aged 23, and applied to Fr Anthony 

Boyle for admission into the Congregation.   He was accepted and after 18 months' 

postulancy, began his novitiate there.   He was the first Australian to join the 

Congregation and the first to take his vows.   These vows were taken by him in the 

oratory of St. Vincent's Presbytery at Ashfield on 2nd February, 1894, in the 

presence of the Visitor of the Irish Province, Fr Morrissey.   Brother Skehill 

remained on the Ashfield staff without a change till his death, rendering over 41 

years of the most faithful service.
