HOLY   COMMUNION  (2)
PRAYER OF PRAISE AND THANKSGIVING

Leader: Give thanks to the Lord for God is good.

All:         God’s mercy endures forever.

Leader:  We give you thanks, Lord our God, for this world which you have given us.

               You never cease to renew it, and through the work of our hands

               you seek to make it better.

All:         Glory to God in the highest.

Leader:  You have made all people in your image; each of us is made in your likeness, with the ability to recognise the outline of your facein our brothers and sisters.

All:         Glory to God in the highest.

Leader: You did not want to be distant from us, and so you taught us how to recognise you through the words of Moses and the prophets, who told us the wonderful story of your love.

All:        Glory to God in the highest.

Leader: But you came even closer to us through your son, Jesus.

              In Jesus, you walked through our streets, ou looked on us through human eyes, and in many ways lived like us.

All:        Glory to God in the highest.

Leader: And so, today, we are joined with all Christian people in the world,

              and we pray to you as brothers and sisters:

All:   Our Father, you are in heaven, but you are also here among us. May your name be praised. Your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Give us today our daily bread, and forgive us our sins as we forgive those who hurt us. Keep us free from temptation, and deliver us from evil. For yours is the kingdom, the power and the glory for ever and ever.  Amen.

Leader: Let us now give to those around us a sign of peace.

After the Sign of Peace has been given, The Minister of the Eucharist then gets the Ciborium from the tabernacle, and places it on the table.

All: Lamb of God, ....... etc.  (Three times)
The Minister of the Eucharist then takes a wafer from the ciborium, raises it and says:

MINISTER: This the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world. Happy are we who are called to his supper.

All:  Lord, I am not worthy to receive you, but only say the word and I shall be healed.
The Minister(s) then distributes Holy Communion, after which there is a pause for reflection and thanksgiving.

After the pause for reflection, go to the Closing Prayer and the blessing.
